Journey of Hope

The Harbour Capital Marathon has been
Wellington’s favourite foot race for quarter of a
century. This year Armstrong Motor Group is the
major sponsor and so it will be known as the
Armstrong Motor Group Wellington Marathon. On
Sunday 19 June it is expected there will be about
5,000 runners and walkers lining up for this great

annual occasion.

Pam Davis, from Waiwhetu Uniting, and her three sisters are training to
walk 21kms in the half marathon. The route is from the Westpac Stadium, past
the wharves, around the bays and part way up Shelly Bay Road to turn around
and go back again. As well as personal satisfaction and fun together, the sisters
are hoping to raise money for Save the Children’s Journey of Hope programme.

Journey of Hope programmes were developed by Save the Children in the
United States to help children and their families as they rebuilt their lives
following Hurricane Katrina in 2005. The programmes have been adapted for New
Zealand, and in Christchurch following the February 2011 earthquake have been
widely available for families and children with the help of Plunket and Barnardos
as programme delivery partners. Journey of Hope programmes build resilience
and positive coping skills for children and their
parents and caregivers who have experienced an
emergency situation. The Journey of Hope
programmes suit different age groups including;
Junior for under 5s, Primary for 5-12 year olds, Teen
for 13-17 year olds, and Parents and caregivers.

(Gospel of John Chapter 4)

| come to the well often for water — each day at least. It is a daily ritual,
getting water for the family.

Water, so essential for everything in our lives — drinking, cooking, washing,
cleaning. As | come to the well, thinking about all my daily tasks, | see Jesus the
teacher about whom | have heard so much.

Jesus is resting; weary after being among the crowds. He looks tired and
thirsty. | am amazed to watch him ask a woman who is sitting there for a drink —
a Samaritan woman who has a reputation in the neighbourhood. None of our
leaders would normally approach someone like that. Jesus asks her to draw water
from the well. | realise then that Jesus is different. He invites this woman to do
something for him — that’s wonderful. | can see by his gaze he knows all about
this woman but he loves her anyway. In fact he seeks interaction with her. Such
love!

| realise Jesus also knows everything about me. All those hidden thoughts,
memories and dreams. | sense the warmth that comes from the warm air
around; but | also sense much stronger warmth that comes from Jesus. As | move
closer to Jesus he offers me life giving water. And | don’t have to be perfect. |

just have to be willing to let him pour that life giving water into every part of my
life.

Jesus says, “Take my life giving water and you can walk free.

All that you are afraid of - | can take that and look after it and turn it into
something new. Trust me.”

As | accept the water he offers | sense his healing flow into every part of my
being.
